	The Battle of San Jacinto was the continuing and final battle in Texas’ struggle for independence from Mexico.

Strategies:
	1. Warm-up: Computers as instruction givers, Instructions on computer stations
2. Application:  Individual composition from Whole Group discussion.
3. SEA-Quest: Small Group Choice and Graphic Organizer completion
4. Close: Whole Group Participation

	Activities/

Procedures:
	1. Warm-up: Load set up instructions slide on each computer, Open the Inspiration

Template File “Historical Episode” in the Social Studies section. Open in the Outline Section.

2.  Students set up File 1 in their Neo’s with the following topics: 

Title: The Battle of San Jacinto, Cause, Setting, People, Event, Effects. 

Variation: 5 individual files may be set up.
3. Application: View websites that describe the Battle of San Jacinto. Students add details to their Neo’s as the teacher guides discussion through adding details to the Outline section of the Inspiration map. (Toggle between Internet and Inspiration map.) Students also refer to textbook.
4. SEA-Quest: Students go to computer stations, (Depending on ability, they may add the details typed from their Neo’s or teacher’s map may be saved and loaded to the workstations.) Students, working in groups of 2-3 will add at least three items to the Important Details section of the outline. On teacher cue, students click the “Diagram” button (upper left corner) and their Inspiration map will appear. They may add any additional details and/or pictures to their map.
5. Close: Name on maps, print and share. Add drawing of battlefield.
