Procedures:
	1. Warm-up: Solve this riddle: 

Most people want to get as many of me as they can, however 

Most prefer to get rid of me rather than keep me ...What am I?
Application: Have the class look at a $1.00.  Talk about the adventures that the bill has had.  Where could it have been?  What kind of people could it have met?  What are the stories it could tell?  What did it buy?
2. SEA-Quest: Use 1 file and complete a “Writing Roulette” moving between Neo’s to add details or Use 4 Files on Neo’s: Title/Main Idea, Adventure 1, Adventure 2, Conclusion.  (Writing Roulette is a better afternoon activity.) Students will compose a narrative called “The Excellent Adventures of Mr. Bill Dollar.” 

Introduction Main Idea: 1 paragraph where we meet Mr. Bill  Dollar
Adventure 1 & 2 Body: Bill’s adventures, one per paragraph, main idea details may include: location, color, animal, year. 

Conclusion: Bill tells us what he thinks of his adventures and what he thinks will happen to him next. A conclusion is a sentence to end the story without using the words, “The End.” Stop the writing periodically to add details for students to include in their story.
Close: Whole Group Sharing

	Gifted: Add pictures, digital photos of a dollar bill outside, in the mall, car, etc...
Extension: Add paragraphs, dialogue, travels to other countries as story details.
