Strategies:
	1. Warm-up: Whole Group KWL
2. Application: Cooperative Group Graphic Organizer
3. SEA-Quest: Digital Composition
4. Cloze: Whole Group Online Quiz

	Activities/

Procedures:
	1. Warm-up:  Ask students what they know about our Civil War. Do they know that 

more lives were lost in the Civil War than all of our other wars combined. Tell students we are 
going to play the listening game to see what they can remember. Discuss causes of the 
Civil War. They may take notes on their Neo’s.
2. Application: Inspiration Cause and Effect Map from File Menu/Template Files.  Fill in the graphic organizer( Write causes of the Civil War in the appropriate boxes.
3. SEA-Quest: Read excerpts from Carrie Berry’s diary, a ten year-old who lived during the Civil War. Students use Neos to write about what caused Carrie to write. 
4. Close: Group Online Quiz: http://library.thinkquest.org/J002421F/quiz.htm
