	Activities/

Procedures:
	1. 
Warm-up: Students view the teacher-created Powerpoint located at the following link: http://www.ceres.k12.ca.us/iweb/lessons/Monica's%20Math/Multiplication.ppt#14 as a warm-up 
        as they collect and turn on their Neo’s and go to File 1. Note to instructor: Save this powerpoint

        on your computer so that you do not need the Internet to replay. 
2. Application: Apply the powerpoint point rules to these online flashcards: http://www.schoolnotes.com/74434/okwhite.html. Students solve the problems on the flashcards by typing the answer on their Neo files. Note: one card is wrong. Use to illustrate that not all internet information is always correct. Students should verify with their teacher or book source.
3. SEA-Quest: Working in teams of 2-3, students use one Neo and compose at least 5 problems (with answers) to be added to the Warm-Up powerpoint. Switch Neo’s with another group to check before moving to the computer workstations to import data to MS Word or Powerpoint. (Note: The teacher may format the file for presentation after this step.)
4. Close: After importing, join teacher to play “Leon’s Math DoJo” from the I Know That website

Differentiation:
	Gifted: Compose math problems by using pictures instead of numbers (Example: 50 fish from school of fish multiplied by 10 sharks for a total of 500 fish)
Extension: Compose math problems using only words instead of numbers. Word search with numbers instead of letters to form the answers to math problems.
