Procedures:
	1. Warm-up: Discuss significance of the story title/Display Book Background link. Discuss the
Difference between turtles and tortoises  http://www.tortoise.org/general/wildfaqs.html#difference 

Write or key own name, pet’s name, school name backward. Manipulate these letters Into an interesting
 combination. See Palindrome link.
2. Application: Place a large piece of paper behind the child and let them draw on

upside-down and backwards (between their legs). When they are finished, invite

students to return to their Neo’s and write a caption for their artwork, then translate the caption into backwards code. 

3. SEA-Quest: Discuss the way to narrow a search on turtles on the Zoo website by refining the

search with the word tortoise Students, in whole group setting, view website data on turtles, key important facts in a 2nd Neo file. Students, working in small groups and accompanied by their Neo’s, go to computer station and fill in the Inspiration Venn diagram comparing turtle data and book content.

	Extension:

Differentiation:
	Gifted: Compose a “Story Backward.” For example, characters may begin the day with a bedtime story and a bath, take the afternoon nap in the morning and have breakfast at night or other activities in keeping with a "backwards" day. 
Extension: Collect Venn Diagrams and create a flip book for the class library. 

Distribute name riddles and ask students to substitute their own backwards name in the riddles and key these in their Neo’s.
