	1. Warm-up: Investigate poetic words using the Glossary of Poetic Terms website:
http://www.poeticbyway.com/glossary.html Discuss feelings and thoughts at this time of year, 

when school is ending and these students are progressing to 8th grade.

2. Application: Visit the ETTC Poetry Forms Finder website:

http://ettcweb.lr.k12.nj.us/forms/newpoem.htm. Read the sample poem and complete the “I Remember” poem template together. 
3. SEA-Quest: Invite students to click on the link “Life Lessons,” read the sample poem by

Judith Viorst and complete the “Life Lessons” and “Wishes and Fears” poem. Import to an MSWord file. NOTE: Remind regarding “Copy and Paste.” Students should add clip art or image files to illustrate their poem. Save files in MSReader. 
4. Close: Playback and share created poems.
