Strategies:
	1. Warm-up: Whole Group Discussion
2. Application: Whole Group Dissection of Key Words
3. SEA-Quest: Create Digital Multimedia Story
4. Close: Printing, Sharing, Illustrating Composition

	Activities/

Procedures:
	1. Warm-up: Show a Rebus writing excerpt written by a high school student.
2. Application: Show story excerpt, students help the teacher find and highlight key words using the highlighter tool in MSWord. Students will elaborate on the story detail by adding three sentences that interject: the next action, an animal, something found in winter.

3. SEA-Quest: Moving to computer workstations with partners of 1-2, students will highlight key words in a new story excerpt then use the Insert Menu/Clip Art feature to search for pictures to illustrate the key words. Students will add the pictures and delete the key words to create their own rebus story. 

4. Close: Proofread Stories. Print Stories. Share.
