	1. Warm-up: Review the concepts of tone and mood using this Quia activity at 

http://www.quia.com/jg/290601.html , set up Neo file with the words 

“think” and “feelings.” 

2. Application: Using a gingerbread boy template students will look at the template and key words that the author think sets the tone (place these at the head), and how the story makes them feel (place these at the heart), 
3. SEA-Quest: Groups of 3: 1 will go and print each member’s words, 1 will outline the other student on butcher paper. They will add the corresponding printed words for tone and mood on these outlines.
