	Students will continue practice with writing convention techniques (grammar, usage, sentence types and sentence structure) as delegates to the Writing Convention

	Instructional 

Strategies:
	1. Warm-up: Whole Group
2. SEA-Quest: Synthesis through composition

3. SEA-Quest: Analyze online prompts and synthesize sentences based on the rules of writing, brainstorming, and creative collaboration.
4.   Conclusion: Whole Group Cloze

	Activities/

Procedures:
	1. Warm-up: Rebus Puzzles. Students enter and obtain nametag and group designation-verbs,
        nouns, compound sentences, adjectives, etc. Invite them to share what they know about convention

        Tell students their nametags designate which Writing Convention state they belong to.
2. SEA-Quest: Access the Writing Prompts website. Student groups pick a number between 1-70 and key/dictate the prompt #, the beginning of the prompt and the extension of the prompt. Groups will write for 5 minutes, emphasizing their Nametag word, then edit & submit their copy. Tally the number for each group; the group with the most “Votes” wins a nomination for their part of speech.  
3. SEA-Quest: After brainstorm list of different novel characters/jobs, students will choose 5 jobs and write 2 sentences in the voice of the characters they choose to finish the topic sentence, “It has been a long day.” Variation: Use Microsoft Reader application software.
4. Cloze: Using the posted sentences from #2, whole group will identify grammar, sentence types, and parts of speech. Using posted sentences from #3, students will try & guess the written voice.
